4. REPORTS:

· East System Project: For the pipe design to go out to bid we need the CIB loan to close easement documentation for the property owners. 
· Tank Design for the East System Project is continuing to progress. Estimated completion is in the middle 
of May.
· The EPA came back to the DDW saying they need to prorate costs for all equipment. The EPA wants a percentage usage that the district will use the equipment for lead and copper purposes.

8. RETURN PAYMENT FEES: Cindy Duncan discussed return payment fees. We currently have not been applying any fee for return payment, but we are being charged by the financial institutes when there is a return payment. 
· It was moved by James Smart to apply a fee to at least cover the fee charged to us, Tommy Henderson amended the motion to set the fee at $20 for return payments, second by James Smart, all approved (Paul Percival yes – James Smart yes – Tommy Henderson yes – Drew Eschler absent)

9. MANAGER REPORT:
· Rate Increase/Connection Increase: Wesley Hanberg is preparing numbers for the rate and connection increase for the board to review. Wesley Hanberg sent the increase information to Fourpoint for their rate increase. Fourpoint would like more information to consider the increase.
· Historical Report: We read minutes to reflect on what happened in previous years at the same time. 
· Contracts: Wesley Hanberg is preparing the contracts for Myton City and East Duchesne and will present them once they are completed to the board for review. 
· South Myton Project is completed. Weldon Construction will finish the asphalt around May 1st.
· We received a couple of bids on welding the pipe on the water line upgrade located along 9000 S. The board advised Wesley to get another bid and go with the lowest bid.
· SM Energy would like to purchase water for fracs. They are willing to help improve the wells in Ioka.

10.  DRILLING A WELL: Wesley Hanberg talked to Jake Woodland about a Well West of Starvation Reservoir. The water quality is unknown. The board advised Wesley Hanberg to call Andrew Dutson with the Utah Division of Drinking Water and see if it would be available for the Well rights we have.
